BACKGROUND: The required 30-day public comment period ended on March 8, 2010. Two
public meetings were held in February to solicit comments on the LRTP and CDR. Comments
that have been submitted regarding the plan have been posted on MUMPQO’s website. At its
March 11 meeting, the Technical Coordinating Committee unanimously recommended that the
MPO make a conformity determination on the LRTP and approve the LRPT. More information
can be found at the following website: 2035 LRTP.

5. 2009-2015 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) Amendment Robert Cook
ACTION REQUESTED: Approve the 2009-2015 TIP amendments.

BACKGROUND: A plan to accelerate the construction of the remaining portion of the 1-485
Loop (TIP #R-2248E) and the 1-85/1-485 Interchange (TIP #R-2123CE) has been proposed by
NCDOT. Currently, the TIP shows the construction funding for these projects after FY 2015. In
order for the funding to correspond with NCDOT’s new construction schedule, TIP amendments
are required. At its March 11 meeting, the Technical Coordinating Committee unanimously
recommended that the MPO approve the TIP amendments.

BACKGROUND: A review of the Charlotte Railroad Improvements and Safety Program (CRISP)
and the NCRR Double Track Project in northeast Charlotte will be provided.

Resolution Supporting the Fast Lanes Study Tim Gibbs
ACTION REQUESTED: Endorse the Fast Lanes study recommendations.

BACKGROUND: The Fast Lanes study examined the technical, financial and institutional
feasibility of dedicating lanes on major highways in the Charlotte region for active traffic
management. The study is now complete and a resolution of support from the MPO is being
requested. At its March 11 meeting, the Technical Coordinating Committee unanimously
recommended that the MPO endorse the study’s recommendations. The final report can be
downloaded from www.fastlanes.org.

Rea Road Extension/NC 84 Improvements Nancy Anderson
ACTION REQUESTED: FYI

BACKGROUND: Portions of this project were included in the financially-constrained 2015 and
2020 long range transportation plans (adopted in 1995 and 1999, respectively), but were not
included in the 2025, 2030 and 2035 LRTPs when they were originally adopted (2002, 2005 and
2010, respectively). The 2030 LRTP was amended approximately 18 months after its adoption to
include a portion of the project. The MPO approved the amendment due to the release of the
2007-2013 TIP and its inclusion of funding for a portion of the project. Funding was included in
the TIP in response to a developer committing to building a portion of the roadway in
Weddington. The development proposal is not currently active.
